* A broadband Internet connection (DSL, cable, LAN) — the faster your connection,
the better the quality.

Choose the setup that matches the ports on your TV. For best picture quality, use an
HDMI connection (if available). Make sure your TV is on and set to display the correct
video input.

HDMI (best HD)

Connect an HDMI cable* to the HDMI port on your player and to the HDMI IN port on
your TV.
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Component (HD)

Connect a component to 3.5mm cable** to the COMPNT CABLE port on your player
and the COMPONENT IN port on your TV. Connect the red and white connectors on
the red/yellow/white RCA cable to the R-AUDIO-L ports on your player and the L/R
AUDIO IN ports on your TV.
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RCA

Connect the yellow connectors on the red/yellow/white RCA cable to the VIDEO port on
your player and the VIDEO IN port on your TV. Connect the red and white connectors to
the R-AUDIO-L ports on your player and the L/R AUDIO IN ports on your TV.
